Conclusion:
The 2006 July Community Summit has again been successful in bringing out and discussing the issues affecting and impacting on our community.

We have been fortunate in that both 2005 and 2006 summits were attended by our state and federal elected representatives and that our Nanango Shire Councillors have also attended both events.

The information gathered and highlighted by participants and information imparted by those in government and other professional workers has been invaluable and will ensure future success in bringing to the fore, what our community and district lacks and needs to address.

Grass roots experience and knowledge is invaluable when communities such as Blackbutt & Benarkin are in crisis. We hope those who read this document will embrace this knowledge and experience when next evaluating our districts’ needs before making decisions on initiatives that will undoubtedly affect our citizens.
All participants took an active role in the day’s events and for this we are most grateful for the inspired interest and concern for their community’s present and future. Their enthusiasm and dedication expressed and demonstrated, has ensured a positive outcome of both the summit and subsequent survey launched by The Hon. Dorothy Pratt MLA on that day.
